Three qualities found in the art of encouragement – 1 Thes. 5:12-15…

1. Appreciation (vv. 12-13)

· In three ways: respect, esteem, and peace.

2. Discernment (v. 14)

· Warn the idle

He who listens to a life-giving rebuke will be at home among the wise.  (Prov. 15:31)

(The won’t-do people need clear direction
· Encourage the timid
For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline.  

(2 Tim. 1:7)
(The scared-to-do people need gentle motivation
· Help the weak

(The can’t-do people need practical action
· Patient with all

Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.  

(Eph. 4:2)
3. Grace (v. 15)
