A few “gaps” that drive our need for truth…
This only have I found: God made mankind upright, but men have gone in search of many schemes.  (Eccl. 7:29)

· The integrity gap – “Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye?  How can you say to your brother, “Brother, let me take the speck out of your eye,’ when you yourself fail to see the plank in your own eye?”  (Luke 6:41-42) 

· The perception gap – “There is a way that seems right to a man, but in the end it leads to death.”  (Prov. 14:12)
· The relational gap – “I gave you milk, not solid food, for you were not yet ready for it.  Indeed, you are still not ready.  You are still worldly.  For since there is jealousy and quarreling among you, are you not worldly?”  (1 Cor. 3:2-3)
· The spiritual gap – “I have strayed like a lost sheep.  Seek your servant, for I have not forgotten your commands.”  (Psalm 119:176)
How truth is delivered into our lives…
· The Word of God (2 Tim. 3:14-17; Psalm 119)

Assumes we’re willing to learn
Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves.  Do what it says.  (James 1:22)
· The Spirit of God (John 16:13-14)

Assumes we’re willing to follow
· The people of God (Rom. 15:14; Prov. 16:13)

Assumes we’re willing to listen
· The track record in your life (Hag. 1:5-6; Psalm 119:59)

Assumes we’re paying attention
