· Wise practice – “If the ax is dull and its edge unsharpened, more strength is needed but skill will bring success.  (Eccl. 10:10)
· God’s involvement – “I came to you in weakness and fear, and with much trembling.  My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power, so that your faith might not rest on men’s wisdom, but on God’s power.”  (1 Cor. 2:4-5)

· One eye on eternity – “Again, it will be like a man going on a journey, who called his servants and entrusted his property to them.  To one he gave five talents of money, to another two talents, and to another one talent, each according to his ability…After a long time the master of those servants returned and settled accounts with them.”  (Matt. 25:14-15)
