People willing to take risks (v. 4)
People engaged in lay-ministry (v. 5a)

People coming to know the Savior (v. 5b)

People working hard (v. 6)

People sacrificing and suffering (v. 7)

People growing and becoming equipped (v. 10)

People loving and caring for each other (v. 13)
The church is about “team”…

All hands are stacked.

All eyes are on Christ.

The church is about vision…
Growing deeper in CHRIST – “…in the Lord…in Christ Jesus…to Christ…of Christ…”
Growing closer in COMMUNITY – “…sister…saints…fellow workers…the church that meets at their house…dear friend…my relatives…a mother to me…brothers…one another…”
Growing broader in CAUSE – “…she has been a great help…they risked their lives…worked very hard for you…my relatives who have been in prison with me…”
