Part 3 – Humility – The Heart of Servanthood

Perhaps the #1 relationship killer we face is pride…
Pride goes before destruction, a haughty spirit before a fall.  Better to be lowly in spirit and among the oppressed than to share plunder with the proud.  (Prov. 16:18-19)
The truth is this: pride must die in you, or nothing of heaven can live in you.  (Andrew Murray)
Humility handles our tendency to be autonomous and independent:
I tell you the truth, unless you change and become like children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.  Therefore, whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.   (Matthew 18:3-4)
Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.  Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others.  (Phil. 2:3-4)

Humility handles our need for notice:
Everything they do is done for men to see.  They make their phylacteries wide and the tassels on their garments long; they love the place of honor at banquets and the most important seats in the synagogues; they love to be greeted in the marketplaces and to have men call them ‘Rabbi’…The greatest among you will be your servant.  For whoever exalts himself will be humbled and whoever humbles himself will be exalted.  (Matt. 23:5-12)

· Humble yourself:  You notice other people’s needs.
Humility handles our tendency to compare:
When someone invites you to a wedding feast, do not take the place of honor, for a person more distinguished than you may have been invited…But when you are invited, take the lowest place, so that when your host comes, he will say to you, ‘Friend, move up to a better place.’  Then you will be honored in the presence of all your fellow guests.  For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled and he who humbles himself will be exalted.  (Luke 14:8-11)
