LORD, remind me how brief my time on earth will be.  Remind me that my days are numbered, and that my life is fleeing away.  My life is no longer than the width of my hand.  An entire lifetime is just a moment to you; human existence is but a breath.  (Psalm 39:4-5, NLT)
( Danger #1 – Taking time for granted…

Do not boast about tomorrow, for you do not know what a day may bring forth.  (Prov. 27:1)

Choice #1 – Where will you focus your priorities?  Yesterday, today or tomorrow?

This is the day the LORD has made; let us rejoice and be glad in it.  (Psalm 118:24)
( Danger #2 – Taking relationships for granted…

Again I saw something meaningless under the sun: There was a man all alone; he had neither son nor brother. There was no end to his toil, yet his eyes were not content with his wealth. "For whom am I toiling," he asked, "and why am I depriving myself of enjoyment?" This too is meaningless-- a miserable business!  (Eccl. 4:7-8)
Choice #2 – Where will you invest your moments?  People or possessions?

The end of all things is near.  Therefore, be clear-minded and self-controlled so that you can pray.  Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a multitude of sins.  Offer hospitality to one another without grumbling.  (1 Peter 4:7-9)
( Danger #3 – Taking opportunities for granted…
Do not withhold good from those who deserve it, when it is in your power to act.  Do not say to your neighbor, “Come back later; I’ll give it tomorrow” – when you now have it with you.  

(Prov. 3:27)

Choice #3 – How will you be defined?  Contributor or consumer?
Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.  Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who belong to the family of believers.  (Gal. 6:9-10)
( Danger #4 – Taking eternity for granted… 

If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile…If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men…If the dead are not raised, ‘Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.’”  (1 Cor. 15:17, 19, 32)
Choice #4 – Where will you place your hope?  The eternal or temporal?
“So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen.  For what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”  (2 Cor. 4:18)
