Ecclesiastes – Life Under the Sun

More Wisdom, More Folly – 10:8-18 

In chapter 10, Solomon revisits wisdom…
· Wisdom teaches you…that life is dangerous (vv. 8-9)
· Wisdom teaches you…to make a plan (v. 10)
· Wisdom teaches you…to work that plan (v. 11)

Anyone, then, who knows the good he ought to do and doesn’t do it, sins.  (James 4:17)
· Wisdom teaches you…to handle your mouth (vv. 12-14a)

(Note:  Ultimately we have to remain flexible in life – “No one knows what is coming – who can tell him what will happen after him?”  (v. 14b)
· Without wisdom there is…exhaustion (v. 15)

· Without wisdom there is…immaturity (vv. 16-17)

· Without wisdom there is…laziness (v. 18)
Laziness brings on deep sleep, and the shiftless man goes hungry.  (Prov. 19:15)
“Foolishness” in life is to value what we should not and despise what is truly valuable.

The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all who follow his precepts have good understanding.  To him belongs eternal praise.  (Psalm 111:10)
Teach us to number our days aright, that we may gain a heart of wisdom.  (Psalm 90:12)
