Our story is a part of a larger story…

The heavens tell of the glory of God.  The skies display his marvelous craftsmanship.  Day after day they continue to speak; night after night they make him known.  They speak without a sound or a word; their voice is silent in the skies; yet their message has gone out to all the earth, and their words to all the world.  (Psalm 19:1-4, NLT)
When I consider your heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon and the stars which you have set in place, what is man that you are mindful of him, the son of man that you care for him?  (Psalm 8:3-4)
In this story we are insignificantly significant…

Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground.”  So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them.  (Gen. 1:26-27)
· We were made with great precision – “For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.”  (Psalm 139:13)
· We were made with great delight – “I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; your works are wonderful, I know that full well.  My frame was not hidden from you when I was made in the secret place.  When I was woven together in the depths of the earth, your eyes saw my unformed body.”  (Psalm 139:14-16a)
· We were made with great intention – “All the days ordained for me were written in your book before one of them came to be.”  (Psalm 139:16b)
· We were made for worship – “How precious to me are your thoughts, O God!  How vast is the sum of them!”  (Psalm 139:17)
What is most unique is that the Author of our story chose to enter it Himself…

Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.  And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death – even death on a cross!  (Phil. 2:5-8)
