Part 2 – Re-Focus Your Blessings

A COMMUNITY “ON LOAN” FROM GOD (Nehemiah 10:28-39)

The fuel that re-focuses your life is personal commitment…

In view of all this, we are making a binding agreement, putting it in writing, and our leaders, our Levites and our priests are affixing their seals to it.  (Neh. 9:38)
The tool that re-focuses your life is God’s Word  (Neh. 10: 28-29)
The precepts of the Lord are right, giving joy to the heart.  The commands of the Lord are radiant, giving light to the eyes.  (Psalm 19:8)
Three blessings “on loan” from God that need to be re-focused  (Neh. 10:30-39)
· Re-focus your family to pursue holiness (v. 30)

Let our sons in their youth be as grown-up plants; And our daughters as corner pillars fashioned as for a palace.  (Psalm 144:12, NAS)
· Re-focus your time to include renewal (v. 31)

· God established a rhythm for our lives - Remember to observe the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.  Six days a week are set apart for your daily duties and regular work, but the seventh day is a day of rest dedicated to the Lord your God.  (Exodus 20:8-10, NLT)
· Re-focus your resources to facilitate ministry (vv. 32-39)

· We are called to be responsible with our resources – “We assume the responsibility for carrying out the commands to give a third of a shekel each year for the service of the house of our God.”

· We are called to be sacrificial with our resources – “We also assume the responsibility for bringing to the house of the Lord each year the firstfruits of our crops and of every fruit tree.”  
We will not neglect the house of our God.  (Nehemiah 10:39b)
