Ripple Effect
Sowing and Reaping
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A divine law of influence: we reap what we sow…

Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked.  A man reaps what he sows.  (Gal. 6:7)
There are two buckets of seed from which to sow…

The sinful flesh = death – “The man who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction.”  (v. 6:8a)
As I have observed, those who plow evil and those who sow trouble reap it.  (Job 4:8)

The Spirit of God = life – “…the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.”  (v. 6:8b)
Peacemakers who sow in peace raise a harvest of righteousness.  (James 3:18)
The temptation of a good sower: to give up – “Let us not become weary in doing good…” (v. 9a)
The influence of a good sower: a future harvest – “…for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.”  (v. 9b)
The focus of a good sower: people’s lives – “Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who belong to the family of believers.”  (v. 10) 

The gospel of grace: we reap what Jesus sowed…
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.  (2 Cor. 5:21)
