A Missional Spotlight

The mark of a great church is not merely its seating capacity, but its sending capacity…
“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”  (Acts 1:8)
“Mission” – Latin word ‘missio’ which means “to send”
· Mission is rooted in the heart of God

I am coming to gather all nations and tongues; and they shall come and see my glory, and I will set a sign among them.  And from them I will send survivors to the nations, to Tarshish, Put, and Lud, who draw the bow, to Tubal and Javan, to the coastlands afar off, that have not heard my fame or seen my glory; and they shall declare my glory among the nations.  (Isaiah 66:18-19)
Now this is eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, whom you have sent.       (John 17:3)
· Mission is modeled in the ministry of Jesus

Jesus went up on a mountainside and called to him those he wanted, and they came to him.  He appointed twelve –designating them apostles – that they might be with him and that he might send them out to preach and to have authority to drive out demons.  (Mark 3:13-15)
· Mission is accomplished through the participation of God’s people
Again Jesus said, ‘Peace be with you!  As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.’            (John 20:21)
Dear friend, you are faithful in what you are doing for the brothers, even though they are strangers to you.  They have told the church about your love.  You will do well to send them on their way in a manner worthy of God.  It was for the sake of the Name that they went out, receiving no help from the pagans.  We ought therefore to show hospitality to such men so that we may work together for the truth.  (3 John 5-8)
