Ecclesiastes – Life Under the Sun

Who Is Wealthy? – 6:1-12 

In chapter 6, Solomon redefines wealth and raises a series of important questions…

(Question #1 – Do I enjoy what I have?  (vv. 1-6)


Do not forsake your friend and the friend of your father, and do not go to your brother’s house when disaster strikes you – better a neighbor nearby than a brother far away.  (Prov. 27:10)
(Question #2 – Am I content?  (vv. 7-9)

But godliness with contentment is great gain.  (1 Tim. 6:6)
(Question #3 – Who calls the shots?  (vv. 10-11)

The secret things belong to the Lord our God, but the things revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may follow all the words of this law.  (Deut. 29:29)
Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face.  Now I know in part, then I shall know fully, even as I am fully known.  (1 Cor. 13:12)
(Question #4 – Why am I here?  (v. 12)

You have made known to me the path of life; you will fill me joy in your presence, with eternal pleasures at your right hand.  (Psalm 16:11)
Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.  (Heb. 12:2)
