When You Feel It Slipping

Your Confidence In Health – John5:1-13

Health failure - it’s not an “if” but a “when”…
Remember Him – before the silver cord is severed, or the golden bowl is broken; before the pitcher is shattered at the spring, or the wheel broken at the well, and the dust returns to the ground it came from, and the spirit returns to God who gave it.  (Eccl. 12:6-7)
JESUS CONFRONTS ILLNESS – JOHN 5:1-13
· Sometimes illness leads to hopelessness (vv. 1-4)

…and they waited for the moving of the waters.  From time to time an angel of the Lord would come down and stir up the waters.  The first one into the pool after each such disturbance would be cured of whatever disease he had.  (v. 3b-4 – excluded from majority texts)
· Sometimes God will push us to deal with this question: who can fix me?  (vv. 5-7)

(Important to note…
· God addresses the inside before He addresses the outside – “Do you want to get well?”
· Hopelessness persists when our perspective is limited – “I have no one to help me into the pool when the water is stirred.  While I am trying to get in, someone else goes down ahead of me.”
· Sometimes healing happens when God creates a dilemma (vv. 8-9)

We know that the whole creation has been groaning as in the pains of childbirth right up to the present time.  Not only so, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for our adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.  For in this hope we were saved.  But hope that is seen is no hope at all.  Who hopes for what he already has?  But if we hope for what we do not yet have, we wait patiently for it.  (Rom. 8:22-25)
Now the dwelling of God is with men, and He will live with them.  They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be their God.  He will wipe every tear from their eyes.  There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.  (Rev. 21:3-4)[image: image1.png]
